Purpose	a.	Part III provides policy governing the Evaluation and Quality Assurance Program of the U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC).  This is TRADOC's application of the quality assurance principles of FM 25-100, Training the Force, and the evaluation function of the Systems Approach to Training (SAT) process.  It covers evaluation/quality assurance of the training, products, and institutions that present the training.  Also covered is accreditation of training institutions, training product/material validation, and instructor checklists.
