instituntions owned znd operated by the ARNG and listed in ATRES.

d. Structure Manning Decision Review (SMDPR) is a HODA level
conference which validates Totzl Army training requirements and
reccnciles these raquirements into an affordsble, accepfzble and
executable Training program.
