MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION 
SUBJECT:  Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS) Course Administrative Data (CAD) Update

1. On 10 January 2001, a Process Action Team meeting with representatives from TRADOC TOMA and DCSED, NGB, and USARC agreed to coordinate updating ATRRS CAD item Instructor to Student Ratio (ISR) for the RC course list “0000”.  Request you coordinate the review of your proponent school’s “0000” courses on the attached ATRRS report and submit the correct (most restrictive) ISR for each proponent course.  Review each lesson plan within a course’s POI and identify the lowest ISR that is used in 10 or more course hours to determine the most restrictive ISR. 

2.  Currently, the majority of “0000” ISRs are blank (1 to 0) or are not based on the most restrictive ISR from the entire POI/Lesson Plans.  This inaccurate information does not allow the Reserve Component (RC) The Army School System schools to accurately determine their capabilities, and could adversely impact a RC school’s resourcing and accreditation.  (Example:  ATRRS shows 1 to 10 ISR for a course, but during a specific lesson the ISR drops to 1 to 4 for 10 course hours or more.  Because the school is resourced on a 1 to 10 ISR, they would not have enough instructors authorized to meet the training requirement.)

3.  Posting the accurate ISRs on the CAD is a decisive action to the success of the RC Pre-Structure Manning Decision Review.  Additionally, it should prove beneficial to advancing the full implementation of TASS.

4.  Input most restrictive ISR in the color blue on the spreadsheet replacing the current red ISR.  Forward updated information to the ODCSED representative assigned to your school NLT 23 Feb 2001.
