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Summary
This pamphlet describes the Training Requirements Analysis System and prescribes procedural guidance and responsibilities. For specific policy guidance in managing TRAS, see TRADOC Regulation 350-70.  This pamphlet covers critical guidance on TRAS relating to the Total Army Training System (TATS) as the Army transitions to the Total Army School System (TASS).



Applicability
This pamphlet applies to HQ TRADOC and all subordinate organizations responsible for managing or performing TD or TD-related functions, including evaluation/quality assurance of the training, products, and institutions that present the training; it also applies to non-TRADOC agencies/organizations having Memorandums of Understanding, Memorandums of Agreement, and contracts.  It applies as well to all TASS schools, both Active and Reserve Component.





Internal Control Systems
This pamphlet is not subject to the requirements of AR 11-2, Management Control.  It does not contain internal control provisions.
