
Procedural Guidance, Action Plan, and Guides  

for TRADOC Accreditation of the CTC Program

1.  Introduction.  This attachment contains the procedures for accreditation of the CTC Program, to include the Action Plan with accreditation standards guides.  

2.  Procedures.

a.  By authority of the Chief of Staff, TRADOC, the CG, CAC, will establish and organize CTC Program Accreditation Teams, as needed, under the staff supervision of the Director, Combat Training Center Directorate (CTCD), to accomplish data collection, analysis, and report preparation associated with this accreditation process. 

b.  The Director, CTCD, will coordinate and schedule accreditation visits to the appropriate CTCs to minimize disruption of the CTC training mission.  When possible, the accreditation teams will use data from official published sources and planning documentation in lieu of visits.  All personnel will treat collected data as “working papers” until approved for release by the Deputy Chief of Staff, Training or his designated representative.

c.  The Director, CTCD will provide standards lists developed for use by members of the Accreditation Teams to the applicable Combat Training Centers no later than 45 working days prior to a visit. 

d.  Accreditation Team members will receive input, information, and clarifications provided by the CTC representatives during the site visit.

e.  When scheduling visits to the CTCs, the team leader will request an entrance and exit briefing with the Commander of the Operations Group or his designated representative.

3.  Accreditation Standards Guides.  The CTC Program Accreditation Standards Guides are included in the following Action Plan for the TRADOC Accreditation of the CTC Program.  The Guides provide references, mandatory comments, and notes as guidance for evaluators and for CTC staffs preparing for accreditation.  There is a separate Guide for each of the following major pillars of the CTC Program:



a. Operations Group (O/C Training).



b. Opposing Force/Contemporary Operational Environment.



c. ITADSS Validations and System Integration Reviews.



d. Facilities.
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
