SUBJECT: Interim Instructor to Student Ratio (ISR) Waiver Policy
for Courses Conducted in The Army School System (TASS)

1. Reference TRADOC Regulation 350-70, System Approach to
Training (SAT) Management, Processes, and Products.

2. This interim guidance is established to standardize ISR
waiver requirements for courses conducted in TASS with proponent-
specified ISR. Reserve Components can continue to adjust class
size requirements for all other courses as currently stated in TR
350-70. This policy will be incorporated into the next revision
of TR 350-70.

3. Waiver Authority. Request for waiver of ISR for courses with
specific limiting factors will be obtained from the proponent.
Originator will forward the request for waiver through command
channels to the proponent school commandant with copy furnished
to the component (NGB or USARC) training division.

4. Waiver Format. Request will address the following:

a. Purpose. Request for Instructor to Student Ratio (ISR)
waiver for a course conducted in The Army School System (TASS).

b. Class Information. Provide course number, class number,
school code, TASS Battalion designation, teaching site, and
training dates.

c. Issue. Clearly state the portion of the Program of
Instruction (POI) the waiver request is for (Training Support
Package or Learning Step/Activity) and the proponent specified
ISR for that instruction. Then state the proposed ISR.

d. Justification. Explain the rationale for the proposed
ISR. If the proponent specified ISR is for safety, address the
results of risk assessment and measures that will be taken to
mitigate the possibility of an incident/accident. Ensure to
address the method that will be used to ensure all students are
trained to standard.

e. Point of Contact. Provide two contacts 1f possible.
Also include duty position, telephone number and email address
for each contact.
