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SUBJECT:  Instructor Certification Process
1.  Purpose:   Provide information about process elements and responsibilities.

2.  Discussion Points: 

· Per TRADOC Reg 350-70, Training Proponents publish instructor certification requirements in POI Course Management Plans (CMPs). Certification requirements are proponent-specified training and experience that document individual’s critical tactical, technical, and instructional competencies. 

· TR 350-70 directs a chain-of-command establish their process for documenting instructor certification.

· AC/RC/NG Battalion Commanders board their own instructors IAW proponent CMP guidance as soon as they are eligible to be certified, and send a memo for Proponent certificate signature / registration. 

      3.  Assessment:   

· TR 350-70 reinforces FM 25-100 which requires commanders and chain of command leaders to assess current levels of proficiency.
· Training proponents standardize the minimum essential requirements for certification; training organizations design their own certification process.
· Utilizing the chain of command is the most effective/efficient approach, provides an integrated assessment responsibility, and requires no additional OMA/RPA dollars or external Title XI support.  

4.  Recommendation:    Maintain existing process which allows commanders maximum flexibility in documenting that proponent-specified, minimum essential requirements for instructor certification are met.
